Requirements for the Program

e The prerequisites for eligibility for students, who have obtained an ADN from CC and desire a BSN, are as
follows and further outlined in Attachment I:

o Each applicant must complete the ADN to include general education coursework with grades of C
or better (C- grades and lower do not transfer) and a minimum cumulative 3.0 GPA. Prior to
starting the BSN program; and

® The General education courses are required and will be completed in the ADN or taken in addition to
courses required by the ADN

e George Washington University requires licensure (NCLEX-RN) prior to or within the first semester of the
program.
